· Website design & development → 8–12 weeks (depends on complexity)
· SEO setup & optimization → Ongoing 
· Full launch & marketing integration → 3–6 months
3. Website Revamp vs. New Website—Costs & Time Investment
· Revamping an Existing Website: 
· Costs range from $2,500 – $10,000 depending on design, content updates, and SEO improvements.
· In-house hours: 20–40 hours of coordination, content revisions, and approvals.
· Building a New Website: 
· Costs range from $5,000 – $25,000, factoring in custom design, development, and SEO integration.
· In-house hours: 40–80 hours (branding decisions, content creation, approvals).
