IMPLEMENTATION GUIDE

The format below creates a 20-30-minute assembly, which features the “I AM | WE ARE" video from AWSL's
James Layman, and consideration of items to build around it.

Assembly Breakdown

Welcome and Introduction

e Students or adults set the tone and explain the ‘why’ and ‘what’ the assembly or presentation is
about.

e Perspective and Stories

e Student(s)/adult(s)/community member(s) share their thoughts, and feelings regarding justice,
equity, diversity, inclusion, and MLK. This provides a beautiful opportunity to have voices from the
school community included in your assembly. James’ speech discusses love, belonging, and creating
positive spaces and places for others through our actions - this is a perfect opportunity for
students/community members to speak/share to these concepts.

e James Layman's | AM | WE ARE Video

e Conclude the assembly with a reflection on the video, and how to incorporate the lessons from the
assembly and video presentation and weave them into the school culture and climate. You can use
the discussion questions to drive your conclusion home.

Notes and Final Thoughts
There is no one way to present an MLK Assembly. This implementation guide is merely a suggested pace for
a 20 - 30-minute assembly that allows students/school communities to play a role in the assembly's

development and execution.

Make sure many people watch the complete presentation before it goes live. Ensuring everything is
appropriate for all audiences is key to a successful MLK Day commemoration.
